Project SUPER (Science for Undergraduates: A Program for Excellence in Research) is an enrichment program offered by the Douglass Project for Rutgers Women in Math, Science and Engineering that provides programming and opportunities for undergraduate women pursuing the sciences for four years of undergraduate study.  Project SUPER offers students 

· a summer orientation designed to introduce students to the options and opportunities for studying science at Rutgers University

· peer and faculty mentoring opportunities
· an undergraduate credit-bearing-course, Introduction to Scientific Research
· programs and workshops designed to help students find success in the sciences
· undergraduate research experiences in the sciences, math, engineering and technology

The summer orientation is mandatory and is scheduled for Monday evening July 7, 2008 to Wednesday evening July 9, 2008.  

Criteria for Eligibility

Incoming first-year students who are interested in pursuing the sciences are eligible to apply.  A limited number of National Science Foundation (NSF) academic and financial need based scholarships are available for those who qualify.  The SUPER acceptance committee will work with the Office of Financial Aid at Rutgers University to determine financial need of applicants.  Additional funding through Douglass Residential College may also be available to those who apply and qualify. 

Applicants must complete an essay as part of the application.  The essay should include participation in co-curricular endeavors that demonstrate dedication to pursuing the sciences; this may include publications or participation in a science or math program.  Applicants must also include a copy of their high school transcript and at least one letter of recommendation from their high school math or science teacher with the application submission.  The letter of recommendation should include evidence of scientific motivation and curiosity.
