Sir Richard Roberts received his Ph.D. from the University of Sheffield
in Organic Chemistry, moved to Harvard University in 1969 and then
to Cold Spring Harbor Laboratories where he eventually became
assistant director. He first worked on the newly discovered Type II
restriction enzymes in 1972 and studies of these enzymes have been a
major research theme. Research on adenovirus-2 led to the discovery
of split genes and mRNA splicing in 1977. Sir Richard received the
Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine in 1993. He has been involved
in many important international human rights initiatives.
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
